Canyon de Chelly, the great stronghold of the
Navajo people, is home to over 2,700 archaeological
sites within the manganyons of Canyon de Chelly
National Monument. Only 13 of the 700 standing ruins
have been stabilized, renforced, or protected from
degradation. Passing through its towering sandstone
portals is like entering the gates to another world.
Massive cliffslominate over the wide dry riverbeds
lined with olive and tamarisk trees. Seemingly around
every corner, tucked into the sheer walls, lie ancient
ruins and countless petroglyphs. You can almost hear
the voices of the ancients and the laughter of children
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longest continuously inhabited landscapes of North
America; a landscape composed of places infused with
collective memory. It is one of the most sacred places |
have visited on this earth.
